2008 Photographic Requirements

Miss Florida/Outstanding Teen Pageant

1. Schedule a session with your official photographer immediately following your Local Competition to take photos for the state pageant.  The photos will be used for the Miss Florida website, Judges’ Book and the State Program Book.   Do not wait until the last minute to take your photographs – they are due May 17, 2008 and there are NO EXCEPTIONS or EXTENSIONS granted.  DO NOT MAIL PHOTOGRAPHS TO STATE HEADQUARTERS. 

2. Photo Requirements:  
Each contestant must submit five (5) color photographs in 5 x 7 size.

· Three (3) Vertical 5x 7 color photographs (same pose) used for the state program book, web site & general publicity.

· Two (2) Vertical 5 x 7 color photographs (same pose) used for the Judges Book and composite photo.

· Photos must be clearly marked PROGRAM or JUDGES.  Contestant may use the same pose for both purposes or one pose for the Program and another pose for the Judges.

· Place a label on the back of each photo which contains the contestant name and title.  Do not write on the back of the picture with a marker or pen.

3. Headshot Photo Guidelines:

a. Headshot submitted must be in print ready format.  

b. Please use a plain background.

c. Try to keep the style and make-up simple, clean and attractive.  Keep the hair off the face so it does not hide it or cast shadows on it.  Never cover the face with hair, hands, jewelry or clothing.  Simple garments with clean lines photograph best.  REMEMBER, THIS IS YOUR FIRST IMPRESSION!
d. The titleholder must be looking forward and the full head & face must be shown.  Don’t crop the hair or some elements of the face out of the picture.  Headshots should be cropped just below the shoulder.
e. No crown.

f. No computer prints, store reproductions or copies of copies will be accepted.

4. Saving the Digital Files:  Please save all the digital files on a CD.  If the photographs are available in digital format, in addition to submitting the five (5) original copies, you may also submit a disc with the headshot saved at 300 dpi resolution.   When choosing a format for your digital images, we recommend TIFF or JPEG and no smaller than 4” x 6”.  This will ensure quality scanning of the headshot for the program book. 

AD PAGES:

1. All contestant ad pages must be camera ready and submitted on a disc in .PDF, .JPG, or .TIF format.  One printed hard copy should also be submitted along with the disc.  Multiple ads can be submitted on the same disc.

2. Ad pages should be sized to 8.5” x 11”.  If you would like the ad page to bleed (color goes all the way to the border), the image must be 9” x 11.5”.

3. All pages must be at 300 dpi resolution and saved in grayscale.

4. Ads not camera ready will incur a design and setup fee of $75.00 per ad.  If ads are not submitted camera ready then you must submit a page layout along with the number images to be scanned.  If business cards are part of an ad then please submit two (2) cards to ensure proper scanning.

5. PLEASE DO NOT BEND ANY IMAGES THAT WILL NEED TO BE SCANNED!

ALL CONTESTANT HEADSHOTS AND ADS ARE DUE AT ORIENTATION WEEKEND ON MAY 17, 2008 – NO EXCEPTIONS OR EXTENSIONS 

WILL BE GRANTED.
