The goal of the media information is to create visibility and credibility both regionally and locally for the Miss Florida Scholarship Pageant and its Preliminaries.  The overall objective is to obtain more local TV News and newspaper media attention for our program participants.

In order to best represent them, we need to strive to establish strong, communicative relationships.  We can then put our extensive network of media contacts to work gaining the exposure and publicity that our participants deserve.

Newspapers, radio and TV News media are constantly searching for interest segments to share with a diverse audience.  In order to keep audiences loyal and attentive, they cover features and stories designed to inform, as well as entertain.

Examine your local pageant organization to see if you have an angle the media might be interested in learning about.  They are interested in first, lasts, bests, trends, new fads, or old ideas with a new twist.

Are you hosting an event that benefits a segment of the population (e.g.: the golf tournament that benefits both the local organization scholarship fund and a local shelter for women who are victims of domestic violence or the chili cook-off that benefited critically ill children and supports the platform of your local title holder)?

These are just a few examples that might spark your own PR creativity.  Watch the NEWS and read various publications to see what types of stories are being covered.  What does a newspaper article or a NEWS feature do for your local pageant?  EXPOSURE.  The story serves as a hook that peaks public interest regarding your local pageant organization.

Public image and awareness are vital to an organization’s success and we need to ensure that our young women are having their platforms talked about by the right people in the right places.
